screen. When you hear the words ‘Scroll Bar’ give me a thumbs up 
and I’ll add participation dollars.”

9. Ask students to give a thumbs up every time they hear and/or 
see the words Scroll Bar in the video. Distribute Thumbs Image 
Exchange cards [2.13.THUMB]

10. Play video.

-- Video Ends (Do not click activity Button yet) --

Use Informal Assessment Section to have each student use the 
language from the video to describe the key concept of the lesson: “A 
scroll bar is a long bar that appears on the side or the bottom of the 
browser window that lets you move around the webpage.” 

Throughout the Informal Assessment section, you will prompt 
students until they use the language from the video to describe the 
key concept.

Once this is done, have every student in the class use their language 
to state the key concept.
Then, have the whole class state the key concept together.
