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NEXT STEPS

1. Read off Dollar Earnings Tracker and announce how many dollars each
student earned during the lesson.

2. Students will fill in their dollar earnings from the lesson using their [My
Digitability Earnings sheet [6.6.8] Have students staple this sheet into
their notebooks so they can use it for the entire unit.

3. Ask students, “For a participation dollar, what will you do with your
earnings?”’

4. If time permits, students can log into their student accounts for
independent practice. Remember to set a boundary for students when

completing lessons independently. For example, say “You can unlock
badges up until [name of badge you want students to stop at], then stop

what you are doing and put your thumbs up.”
